1. Hypothermia�
According to the National Weather 
Service, hypothermia is the most 
common winter weather killer. 

Symptoms (from mild to severe):

Cold weather combined with high wind speeds expedites the rate at which heat leaves the body, 
increasing the risk of cold stress for outdoor workers. The faster the wind, the faster the heat loss.

Wind chill factor = a measure of how cold the air feels based on the speed of the wind

2. Frostbite�
This condition is the freezing of skin 
and body tissues, starting in extremities 
with limited blood circulation. 

Alert but shivering

Shivering stops

Confusion

 Slurred speech

Slow heart rate or slow breathing

Loss of consciousness

Numbness

Reddened skin

Grey or white patches on skin

Firmness of the skin

Blistering
